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Using Impatica v4.0.2  
Installation of the new version of Impatica is available inside the Faculty Knowledge 
Base of Blackboard under the download section. If you do not have access to the Faculty 
Knowledge Base, email BBSupport@qcc.cuny.edu to request access. 
Why are we instructing all faculty to Impaticize their PowerPoint presentations? For two 
reasons, a) large PowerPoint files take an excruciatingly long time to download for many 
students thus they lose interest in obtaining the files, and b) because CUNY has a file 
storage situation and posting large PowerPoint files causes the system to reach critical 
failure. We here at Queensborough cannot control what CUNY does with file storage but 
we can do our part to help our students obtain lecture materials in an efficient and 
expeditious manner. 
Providing the software is installed on your, using Impatica is a fairly easy task. The steps 
are outlined below and it is assumed you have created or possess your PowerPoint 
presentation. 

 
1. Open Impatica using the icon on your desktop 

2. You are now in the Impatica for PowerPoint conversion screen 

 
3. To start impaticizing a file click on AddΧ 
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4. Browse to the folder where you PowerPoint presentation exists. For this set of instructions I have a 

folder on my computer for PowerPoint presentations.You may have your presentations elsewhere. 

5. Select the presentation you need to impaticize. Impatica should now look like the image below 

 
6. We can click the Impaticize button from here but that wonΩǘ ƘŜƭǇ ǳǎ ƛƴ ǘƘe future. So let us make some 

selections to ease our efforts in posting it to Blackboard. On the Slide Show tab (default tab) if you 

want playback controls click on the check box Include playback controls. If you do not want them, 

leave the check blank. 

a. You can adjust the foreground and background colors of the controls. 

7. Click on the Extra Output Files Tab 
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8. Check the Zip package box under Generated Support Files (see image below) 

 
9. Click Impaticize 

10. The process will start and you should see a generation screen (see below) whereby the slides are being 

converted for an HTML presentation. 

 
11. When the process is done you have several options. Being as how we are going to upload this 

Impaticized presentation to Blackboard, the choices are not necessary, but if you wanted and had 
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access to a web server you most certainly can upload this presentation. 

 
12. For this process click Done 

13. Using the My Computer icon, navigate to the folder where your presentation resides. This will also be 

the place where the Impaticized files reside. 

 
14. Notice the Zip file we created. This zip file is what we need to upload the content to Blackboard. 

15. How do you upload and unpackage ZIP content to Blackboard? Read the instructional material
