Directions to the College
The campus is easily accessible by car from all parts  
of Queens and Long Island. It is just a few blocks north 
of the Springfield Boulevard exit on the Long Island 
Expressway, and immediately south of the Northern 
Boulevard exit on the Cross Island Parkway.

Subway and Bus Routes to Queensborough:
From Flushing: Take Main Street Flushing Line (No. 7)  
to Main Street Flushing Station. Take Q27* bus to 
Springfield Blvd. and 56th Ave. Walk east to campus.

From Jamaica: Take F train to 169th St. and Hillside Ave., 
then the Q30 bus via Horace Harding Blvd. to Springfield 
Blvd. Walk north to 56th Ave. and turn right to campus. 
You can also take the E, J, or Z trains to Sutphin/Archer 
station, then the Q30 bus from there.

From the Bronx: Take the Q44 bus to Main Street, 
Flushing. Transfer to the Q27* bus and proceed to 
Springfield Blvd. and 56th Ave.

From Nassau County: The N-20, N-21 bus line from Nassau 
County stops at the corner of Northern Blvd. and 223rd 
St. (Cloverdale Blvd.). The bus makes stops  
in the towns of Glen Cove, Roslyn, Manhasset and  
Great Neck.

Via City Bus from Queens high schools:
• �From Francis Lewis H.S., take Q30 to Springfield Blvd.
• �From Bayside H.S., take Q31 to 48th Ave. and  

transfer to Q27*.
• From Van Buren H.S., take Q27* along Springfield Blvd.
• �From John Bowne H.S., take Q88 to 73rd Ave. and 

Springfield Blvd., and transfer to Q27*.
