President Marti:    After encouraging those present to attend the Faculty Excellence Awards        32 
          being held after the Senate meeting, President Eduardo J. Martí referred to his             33 
          written report (Attachment B of the December 11, 2007 Agenda.): 34

 President Marti requested that all faculty become familiar with the contents of the 36 
book, Reclaiming the Public University: Conversations on General and Liberal 37 
Education, by Judith Summerfield, which was given to all Department Chairs. 38

 The President focused on the Compact and stated that the CUNY Compact will 40 

become the state compact and that it is important to understand the partnership 41 
between the State and the University which is augmented by the City and some 42 
private funding. He further emphasized that students should understand that the 43 
Compact calls for gradual increases in tuition.  44

 The State will continue to financially support what we have now but any new 46 

program will be funded at 30% with philanthropy and tuition increases funding the 47 
rest. 48

 Chair Pecorino expressed concern that financial aid would be available for those 50 

students who are unable to meet the increased tuition. 51

 On the topic of the Learning Academies, the President assured that there would be 53 
regular reports on the progress of this new initiative. 54
