He stated that next 38 
year, the program to eliminate the gap will have $1.5 39 
million in cuts but that we have a year to plan.  40

understand that there will be an increase in tuition and 43 
that they should be available for discussion. If the 44 
increase in enrollment continues, however, the $1.5 45 
million will be reduced.  46

November 24 and that Ms. Millie Conte will be sending 50 
out a schedule of the visit. The evaluator will decide 51 
whether or not we are ready for the visit of the 52 
evaluating team.
